	Work on migrations: It’s going on!

	Most of the groups have started working on the theme of migrations ; in order to truly integrate the subject, they worked hard and investigated on facts and events such as poverty, war, natural catastrophies etc. that force people to migrate. 	Thanks to this comet, everyone can be informed of what others are doing! Comet is an account on Picasa website where everyone from Constellation can upload pictures and see the pictures uploaded by others. 

How to do this?

To see pictures from others: go on www.picasaweb.google.com, indicate constellation@constellationart.org as email and comete2009 as password. When you reach the homepage you can see all pictures albums already uploaded. 

To upload your own pictures : on the homepage, next to the words My photos   Favourite   Discover, there is a rectangle on the right side called « Upload ». Click on it.
A window opens in which you will create a new album where you’ll be able to put your own pictures. In order to create your album click on create a new one.
Then, give a title to your album. 
Then, select the privacy level you wish to give to your album: select NON REFERENCED (small orange sign)
Then, click on CONTINUE
- In the following window, select 5 pictures you wish to upload and click on TRANSFER. The 5 photos are now on your recently created album.
- When the 5 pictures are transferred, you can do it again and upload more pictures to your album.
Every time new pictures are added to an album or an album is created, members of Constellation will receive a message from Comet. 

If you are not part yet of the Comet members list and you wish to be part of it, just let us know.
