	Colour is infinitely varied


As you know, the groups are currently working on the colour. Well it’s not that simple !

For the children, Sylvaine reminds you a couple of artists well known items: to make black, using the tube of black painting isn’t enough. The deepness of black depends on the colours you add to it: grey is not a mix of black and white but of two complementary colours, red and green for instance. Either green or red is unique: a thousand tones exist: go out, look around you the grass, the plants, the trees, the sky …If you take a good look at the nature around you, you can only realize that you never find the same colour twice. And if, on the pallets, everything eventually turns brown, when you want to create an proper brown, it’s not that easy !

Never use pure colours: mix them, have fun, try different dosages, you’ll see how magical it is ! A drop of white and it all gets brighter, a drop of yellow and it all gets shinier !

As usual, James took her and his group to the market and in the nature. James and Sophie encouraged the kids to observe with attention, wich created gorgeous drawings. Before starting painting, you have to go out and look around ! Go out to look around. Afterwards, considering the huge variety of paintings around the same topic, you notice that everyone has its own way of perceive and express a similar situation. This diversity brings to light, not only the opulence of what’s being observed, but also the differences in the sensibilities.

In Morocco,  a friend of Constellation, painter and children books illustrator Caroline Palayer visited the group from Titrite. The kids realized gorgeous portraits and made a accordion-book. They were glad.

These three occurrences show it well: the cooperation between the painters allows everyone to progress : the bonding between local animators and travelling artists; the pursuit of the expression in different directions : the strictness in the observation, the freedom to choose colours, the variety of the supports …
